1. Current passport which should be valid for a minimum of six months after visa's expiration date and has at least 2 blank pages which do not need to be consecutive. If you do not have a blank page to which a visa can be affixed, a new passport must be obtained before submitting your application.

2. Visa application form.

3. 3 passport size black-and-white/colour photos (35x45mm)

The photographs should be:

· Taken against a light background (white or off-white) so that features are distinguishable and contrast against the background.

· Clear share quality and with the face in focus.

· Printed on normal photographic paper (camera print).

· Full face, non-smiling (without sunglasses, a hat/cap or other head covering, unless the applicant wears such items because of their religious belief or ethnic background and also wears them on their passport photo). [image: image1.png]



4. Travel documents for exit from Russia

5. A valid visa (if required by that country) to the country you want to enter after leaving Russia or a passport of that country

6. Insurance policy for the whole period of stay in Russia

The policy document should show the validity for the duration of the journey as well as indicate the geographical area coverage as worldwide/including Russia. If covered by Company insurance, a signed letter on the Company letterhead clearly confirming the validity of the insurance in Russia for the entire duration of the journey would suffice.
7. (for those who wish to make a stop in Russia) A covering letter explaining the purpose as well as the routes of journey.

If you plan to travel by car, you should submit the photocopy of the car registration certificate, stating the details of the owner and the vehicle. Transit visa would be issued based on the fastest journey to the destination. The average daily distance to be covered by car should not be less than 500 km.
